​some ways members of our fellowship remember, as shared last​
​Sunday:​

​Pick a consistent time to pray every day - eg. just before bed, after​
​dropping the kids off, during a lunch break, on a walk.​

​Habit stacking - pick one everyday job when you can also pray -​
​maybe when taking a shower, or washing up.​

​Write down things you want to pray for and then read through your​
​list when you pray - this could be a paper list or on your phone or​
​tablet.​

​Set an alarm on your phone reminding you to pray.​

​Pray with someone else in your home.​

​Visual reminders that catch your eye when you’re sitting down - such​
​as a board with photos / keepsakes.​

​Visual reminders you walk past, like on the fridge or by the front door​
​- photos / keepsakes.​
